System requirements

Before you install the Sitecore Azure 7.2 rev. 161121 update package, you must upgrade to
Sitecore version 7.2 rev. 160123.

Important
Ensure that you back up your website before you install the upgrade package.

Install and upgrade the package

To update Sitecore Azure from 7.2 rev. 140411 to 7.2 rev. 161121, install the upgrade package.

1. Go to http://<yourhostname>/sitecore/admin/UpdatelnstallationWizard.aspx and open the
Update Installation Wizard. See the Update Installation Wizard Guide for more information
on how to use the wizard.

2. Install the Sitecore Azure 7.2 rev. 161121 upgrade package.

If you have any current deployment configuration items, they will be archived. You can access them
using the Archive feature.

Update the Configuration Files

After you have installed the upgrade package, you must update the following configuration files:
e App Config\Include\Sitecore.Azure.config

Most customers have only applied a small number of changes (if any), to these files. To save time
and reduce the risk of errors when there are changes to the file, download the clean configuration files
and re-apply any changes that you have made.

3. Inthe Delete Browsing History dialog, select Temporary Internet files and website files,
then click Delete.
